7.2.4 By way of derogation from Article 15.6 of Annex II, once the deadline laid down in Article 15.4 has expired, the Beneficiary shall be entitled to late payment interest in accordance with Article 15.6. In such case, a demand must be submitted within two months of receiving late payment.
