CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

The works consist of the renovation of physical infrastructure of ISGUM building, to assemble equipments and fulfil the requirements for complimentary OHS units. Also the renovation of the laboratory spaces to ensure the appropriate conditions for deliveries of supplies of new laboratory equipments.

7. Number and titles of lots

TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers of the Member States of the European Union, the accession countries and the MEDA PHARE and CARDS countries and territories of the regions covered and/or authorised by the Regulation or other specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see also heading 21 below). All goods supplied under this contract must originate in these countries.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must furnish proof that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical guide to contract procedures financed by the general budget of the European Communities in the context of external actions (available from the following Web site: http://europa.eu.int/comm/europeaid/tender/gestion/index_en.htm).
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers (including firms within the same legal group, other members of the sameconsortium, and sub-contractors) may submit only one tender for the whole of the works. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier. No partial tenders will be accepted.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of EURO 5,000 (five thousand) when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantees

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract in EURO when countersigning the contract. This guarantee must be provided no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the notification of contract award. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the second best admissible tender.
13. Information meeting and/or site visit

An optional information meeting and site visit will be held on 4 June 2004, Friday 10:30 hours local time, at the premises of ISGUM Building, Ankara. 
14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders.

15. Period of execution
Time for completion of the works is 6 months excluding Maintenance Period (365 Calendar Days) 
SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria

The minimum qualifying criteria for each Tenderer include: 

1.Must be a registered firm or natural person capable of carrying out the specified works;

2.General experience: The Tenderer shall meet the following minimum criteria:

· successful experience as prime contractor in the execution of at least one project with the value of minimum 500.000 Euro or of two projects with the cumulative value of minimum 750.000 Euro. 

· the projects should be of nature and complexity comparable to the proposed contract (extraordinary reinforced-concrete buildings e.g. community centres, rehabilitation centres, schools, laboratories, hospitals) and completed within the last 5  years;
3.Financial standing

a. Turnover


Average annual turnover over the last 3 years: € 750.000 EURO equivalent;

b. Financial Resources 

The tenderer shall demonstrate, by a bank statement from his bank, that he has available or he has access to liquid assets, lines of credit or other financial means sufficient to meet the construction cash flow for the contract for a period of 6 months, not less than EURO 200.000 equivalent, apart from the applicant’s commitments for other contracts

c. Financial position 

The audited balance sheets (also should be approved by the relevant tax office) for the last 3 years shall be submitted and must demonstrate the soundness of the applicant’s financial position, showing long term profitability

5. Litigation History:The applicant shall provide accurate information on any current or past litigation or arbitration resulting from contracts completed, terminated, or under execution by him over the last five years. A consistent history of awards against the Tenderer may lead to the rejection of the tender.

1. The leading partner shall meet no less than 50% of  the criteria specified in 16.3 (a) and (b); 

2. Each other partner shall meet no less than 25% of the criteria specified in 16.3 (a) and (b); 

3. The Joint Venture/Consortium must satisfy collectively the criteria specified in 16.2, 16.3 (a) and (b)and 16.4. 

4. Each individual member shall satisfy the sound financial position (16.3.c) and litigation history (16.5) criteria.
