CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

The contract shall consist of the construction of a Veterinary Border Inspection Post at Istanbul, Turkey. The Veterinary Border Inspection shall be constructed at Sabiha Gokcen Airport, 
The contract shall include civil, mechanical and electrical works. Detailed design and soil tests are available, but it is responsibility of the successful tenderer to check them.

In the scope of works, eartworks, masonary type construction of offices and support facilities, cold storage rooms, precast reinforced concrete framed structure construction for loading/unloading areas, paving for loading/unloading areas, services shall be held.  

7. Number and titles of lots

The works consists of 1 Lot: 

Lot no.1 Veterinary Border Inspection Post at Sabiha Gokcen Airport

The tenderer shall submit tender for all items of the lot. Tenders for part of the lots shall not be taken into consideration.


TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation in tendering is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons of the Member States of the European Union and candidate countries, MEDA Mediterranean countries, countries benefiting from CARDS programme.

All works, supplies and services must originate in one or more of these countries
.

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a statement to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical guide to contract procedures financed by the general budget of the European Communities in the context of external actions.

10. Number of tenders

Tenderers (including firms within the same legal group, other members of the same consortium and sub-contractors) shall submit only one tender.

Tenderers shall not provide a tender for a variant solution in addition their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of 27.000 Euro when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer upon signature of the contract by all parties and upon the provision of the required performance guarantee.
12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the contract value in Euro at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next lowest compliant tender.
13. Information meeting and/or site visit

A mandatory clarification meeting and a site visit will be held by the Contracting Authority on         23/07/2004 at 10.00 a.m. for Sabiha Gökçen Airport. Group shall meet at Bağdat cad. no:333

Erenköy/İstanbul/TURKEY in indicated date and time. The tenderers should confirm the attendance to the Contracting Authority.

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders.

15. Period of execution
The Period of Execution of tasks shall be 270 Calendar Days followed by 365 Calendar Days of Maintenance Period after the provisional acceptance issued by the Supervisor or by the Contracting Authority.
SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria

The minimum selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:

     1. Must be a registered firm or natural person capable of carrying out the specified works.

  2. General Experience: The tenderer shall meet the following   minimum criteria. (to be proved by the original or notary approved provisional acceptance or final acceptance certificates) 

a) Successful experience as prime contractor in the execution of at least  one project with the value of minimum 2.000.000 Euro or two projects with the cumulative value of minimum 3.000.000 Euro (for converting values please refer to Art. 16 of Instructions to Tenderers, Volume 1, Section 1 of Tender Dossier) The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of the respective certificates of provisional acceptance or final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned. 
b) The projects should be of nature and complexity comparable to the proposed contract (as for example construction of industrial facilities, shopping malls, airport buildings, prefabricated column and beam system etc.) and completed within the last 5 years (2003, 2002, 2001, 2000, and 1999).
3.  Financial  Standing

a) Turnover

   The average annual turnovers in the last 5 (2003, 2002, 2001, 2000, 1999) years must be a minimum of EUR 2.500.000.  For companies which were established within the last 5 (five) years but not less than 3 (three) years, only the average of the years since established will be taken into account which cannot be less than 3 (three) years.



b)   Financial Resources
  In addition to clause 4.1.2 of the tender dossier the tenderer shall demonstrate, by bank statement (Bank Reference Letter) from his bank that he has available or he has access to liquid assets, lines of credit or other financial means sufficient to meet the construction cash flow for the contract for the period of 6 months, not less than 1.200.000 Euro.
c) Financial position

The audited balance sheets (also should be approved by the relevant tax offices or a chartered accountant) for the last 5 years (2003, 2002, 2001, 2000 and 1999), shall be submitted and must demonstrate the soundness of applicant’s financial position, showing long term profitability. For companies which were established within the last 5 (five) years but not less than 3 (three) years, they will submit only these years. The years since established will be taken into account which cannot be less than 3 (three) years.
4. Litigation history: The tenderer shall provide accurate information on any current or past litigation or arbitration resulting from contracts completed, terminated or under execution by him over the last five years. A consistent history of awards against the tenderer may lead to the rejection of the tender. 
5. Key personnel: 

The key personnel proposed shall have the minimum experience required below:

6. Joint Venture/Consortium shall meet the following particular qualification criteria:
a. The leading partner shall meet not less than 50 % of the turnover criteria (3.a) and financial resources criteria (3.b) specified above;

b. Each partner shall meet not less than 25 % of the turnover criteria (3.a) and financial resources criteria (3.b) specified above;

c. The Joint Venture/consortium must satisfy collectively the general experience (2), turnover (3.a), financial resources (3.b), legal status (1) and key personnel (5) criteria stated above;

d.       
Each individual member shall satisfy the sound financial  position   (3.c) and litigation history criteria. 

All partners in the joint venture/consortium are bound to remain in the joint venture/consortium for the whole performance period of the contract.
