6. Description of the contract 

The subject of the contract shall be the delivery, installation, putting into operation of IT and office equipment including PC, Laptop, Disaster Recovery and Storage Systems, Tape Library, Projector, Printer and Copier, Scanner, software development and training by the Contractor for the General Directorate of Insurance (GDI) and the Insurance Supervisory Board (ISB) within Undersecretariat of Treasury.
7. Number and titles of lots

The tender will be in 2 (two) lots.
Lot -1: IT Equipment and Office Equipment.
Lot -2: Software and Customization Services
TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers of the Member States and Turkey, to natural and legal persons from the EU candidate countries and countries benefiting from the financial and technical measures to accompany the reform of economic and social structures in the framework of the Euro-Mediterranean partnership (MEDA) and the CARDS programme. All goods supplied under this contract must originate in these countries.
  Derogation from the rule of origin is granted for item 1.11 Scanner. 

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a statement to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contracts procedures financed by the general budget of the European Communities in the context of external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers (including firms within the same legal group, other members of the same consortium, and sub-contractors) may submit only one tender. Tenders for parts of the lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for both lots. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the supplies required in the tender dossier.

11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide, when submitting their tenders, a tender guarantee of 2% of the total offered value for both lots for which they are bidding. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties. This guarantee will be called upon if the tenderer does not fulfil all obligations stated in its tender.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next best compliant tender.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

No information meeting/site visit is planned

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 (ninety) days after the deadline for submission of tenders.

15. Period of execution 

90 (ninety) calendar days. The delivery period including installation, putting into operation, inspection and testing and training shall be within 90 calendar days from the contract signature by both parties for Lot-1. Delivery period of Lot-2 shall begin following the date in which the same period is fully completed for Lot-1. Provisional acceptance shall be completed within the following 30 calendar days after delivery period completed.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria

Minimum quality criteria for the tender are:

i. Compliance with administrative and technical requirements for both lots. 

ii. For Lot-2 at least 3 (three) contract/project where the Tenderer (firm or consortium) has provided similar performance during the last three (3) years.
In respect of Lot-2, the Tenderer(s) must submit a list of the principal projects implemented in the last three years, with the sums, dates and recipients, public or private; 

The administrative and technical criteria are stipulated in the tender dossier.
