6. Description of the contract

Construction of 29 prefabricated fisheries port offices of approximately 100m2 each, in line with EU standards, including the following works:
· Manufacturing and erection of prefabricated offices at nominated locations and preparation of as-built drawings,

· All site works including construction of foundation, connections to utilities (inside the border of each construction site) such as power, water supply, wastewater disposal and communications, fencing etc. following Technical Specifications.

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons  participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of Tenderers of the Member States of EU (Austria, Belgium, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, France, Finland, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Italy, Ireland, Luxembourg, Lithuania, Latvia, Malta, Netherlands, Portugal, Poland, Spain, Sweden, Slovakia, Slovenia, United Kingdom), EU Candidate Countries (Bulgaria, Croatia, Romania, Turkey), MEDA Mediterranean Countries (Algeria, Egypt, Gaza and West Bank, Israel, Jordan, Lebanon, Morocco, Syria, Tunisia, Turkey), CARDS Countries (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia and Montenegro, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia). All goods provided for this contract must originate in these countries. 

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a statement to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in Section 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures financed by the general budget of the European Communities in the context of external actions (available from the following Internet address:

http://europa.eu.int/comm/europeaid/tender/gestion/pg/npg_en.doc).

10. Number of tenders

Tenderers (including firms within the same legal group, other members of the same consortium, and sub-contractors) shall submit only one tender. Any Tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted. Tenders for part of the lot will not be considered. Tenderer may not submit a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the Tender Dossier. 

11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of the equivalent of EURO 10,000 (ten thousand) when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful Tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful Tenderer upon signature of the contract by all parties and upon the provision of the required performance security.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful Tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the contract value in EURO when countersigning the contract. This guarantee must be provided no later than 30 days after the Tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected Tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the Tenderer which has submitted the second best admissible tender.

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders.

15. Period of execution
Time for completion of the works is 180 calendar days from the date of commencement. Maintenance Period: 365 calendar days from the date of provisional acceptance.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
The minimum selection criteria for a sole Tenderer are as follows:

16.1 Legal Status: 

The Tenderer shall be a registered firm or natural person capable of carrying out the specified Works, i.e. being in possession of authorisations and registrations required for undertaking the execution of the Works.
16.2 Economic and financial standing 
a) Turnover: 

The average of annual turnovers over the last 3 years shall be minimum EURO 1,000,000 or equivalent. This must be proved by audited balance sheets, income statements and audited report of Certified Public (Sworn) accountant.

b) Financial Resources: 

The Tenderer must have available or must have access to, liquid assets, lines of credit, or other financial means sufficient to meet the construction cash flow for the contract for a period of 3 months and not less than EUR 250,000 equivalent, apart from the applicant’s commitments for other contracts. The Tenderer should provide evidence of secured financing in form of cash, secured irrevocable credit line granted by a reputable bank or other acceptable form of funds. 

c) Financial Position: 

The Audited Financial Statements (balance sheets, income and profit and loss statements)  as well as report of Certified Public (Sworn) Accountant for the last 3 years (2004,2003,2002) shall be submitted and must demonstrate the soundness of the applicant’s financial position, showing long-term profitability. 

The Contracting Authority reserves the right to carry out such any further inquiry on the Tenderer’s financial standing as the Evaluation Committee may deem appropriate

16.3 Technical and professional capacity
a)
The Tenderer shall have experience as prime contractor – (see Sec. 5, Glossary) – in the execution of similar projects (i.e any kind of construction works) to the proposed contract. 
At least 1 project with the total value of minimum EUR 500,000 or 2 projects with the cumulative value of minimum EUR 750,000 equivalent (the total value of works the contractor was responsible for) as a prime contractor and works should have been completed within the last 5 years. Previous experience of the Tenderer must be proved by notary approved copy of provisional acceptance or final acceptance certificates or originals of them. Ongoing works of the Tenderer will not be taken into consideration.

The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for originals of the respective certificates of provisional or final acceptance signed by the project managers/Contracting Authority of the concerned projects.

If any similar past experience of any applicant has been completed in a Joint Venture or Consortium, this shall be evaluated in the proportion of the partnership of the applicant for the calculation of the experience requirements of the applicant.

b) Key Personnel:  

The Tenderer must have suitably qualified personnel to fill the key positions. The Tenderer shall supply information on the candidate for each position, who should meet the experience requirements as specified below.

c) Litigation History: 

The Tenderer shall provide accurate information on any current or past litigation or arbitration resulting from contracts completed, terminated, or under execution by him over the last five years, including the fact of having been considered guilty of not respecting professional conduct on certain environmental issues. A consistent history of awards against the Tenderer may lead to the rejection of the tender. 

The minimum selection criteria for a Joint-Venture/Consortium as Tenderer are as follows:

a) The leading partner shall meet no less than 50% of the economic and financial standing (16.2.a and 16.2.b) criteria specified above;

b) The other partners shall meet individually no less than 25% of the economic and financial standing (16.2.a), (16.2.b) criteria specified above;

c) The Joint Venture/Consortium must collectively satisfy the economic and financial standing and technical and professional capacity criteria specified above;
d) Each individual member shall satisfy the sound financial position (16.2.c), legal status (16.1) and litigation history criteria (16.3.c).
e) At least one of the members of the joint venture/consortium should satisfy technical and professional capacity criteria (16.3.a).
