The tender documents were published on the web sites of EC Delegation to Turkey and CFCU on 29 July 2005. On 05 September 2005 an information meeting was held at the premises of the CFCU in Ankara.
Representatives of 18 companies, CFCU, EC Delegation and the beneficiary institution, MARA, GDPC attended the event. 

The information meeting started at 10:30 hours. After an introduction and clarification as to the nature of the information meeting, information about the project, tender dossier and tendering procedure was given.
General questions concerning the proposed contract and tendering process were asked and answered.

In particular the following points have been emphasised by representatives of the CFCU at the meeting:

· The currency of the tender is the Euro. 

· The tender is a lump sum tender.

· Necessary permissions for the construction of Port Offices shall be obtained by the Contractor with the help of the Beneficiary and the Supervisor as per article 10.2 of Special Conditions, Volume 2, Section 3. 
· Annexes of the Forms in Volume 1, Section 4 are going to be according to instruction in the Forms.

· An undertaking shall be submitted by the Tenderers as instructed in article 3.6 of Instructions to Tenderers in Volume 1, Section 1.
· A statement shall be submitted by the Tenderers as instructed in article 3.4 of Instructions to Tenderers in Volume 1, Section 1.
· The tenderers shall submit their own companies’ notary approved or original work completion certificates. Ongoing works certificates shall not be submitted as stated in 4.2.3.a of Instructions to Tenderers in Volume 1, Section 1.

· 1 M€ annual turnover for the last 3 years as turn over criterion and 1 work completion certificate of a similar work with a value of 500.000 Euro or 2 works completion certificates with a required cumulative value of 750.000 Euro as professional experience criterion.
· This contract is exempted from the VAT and the related information is included in Volume 6-Grant of Facilities of the tender dossier.
· Tenderers are expected to examine carefully and comply with all instructions, forms, contract provisions and specifications contained in this tender dossier. Tenderers may submit questions in writing to the Contracting Authority at least 21 days before the deadline for submission of the tender. The Contracting Authority must reply to all tenderers' questions at least 11 days before the deadline for submission of tenders by publishing on the web site www.cfcu.gov.tr and www.deltur.cec.eu.int  (including the query but without identifying the source of the enquiry) and by faxing to their fax number or by posting to their address indicated by the tenderer.
· The Tenderers are forbidden to contact with the Beneficiary, the CFCU and the EC Delegation after this date (date of site visit) for any issue.
