

Town Twinning between Turkey and EU-II (Twinning for a Green Future) Grant Scheme (TTGS-II)
Call for Proposals TR2020/DG/01/A2-01

(with the deadline for submission of full applications on 7 November 2022)
Clarifications-II  
1. Can we change/add our co-applicant/affiliated entity?

In principle, as stated in Section 2.2.1 and 2.2.5 of the guidelines, the elements (co-applicants, affiliated entity(ies) (if any), associate(s) (if any), priority area(s), specific objective(s) and expected result(s)) outlined in the concept note may not be modified by the lead applicant in the full application. The lead applicant may replace a co-applicant or an affiliated entity only in duly justified cases (e.g. bankruptcy of initial co-applicant or affiliated entity). In this case the new co-applicant/affiliated entity must be of a similar nature as the initial one. 

As stated in Section 2.2.5 of the guidelines, an explanation/justification of the relevant replacement/adjustment should be included in an accompanying letter or email with the full application. Then the change will be assessed by the evaluation committee/contracting authority. Furthermore, regarding the replacement/addition of co-applicant/affiliated entity necessary explanations/justification must be provided under the relevant question in the full application form section 2.1.1 (Describe/highlight eventual changes of the information provided in the concept note). 
2. As we are a municipality, which option should we select in the “Legal Type” section of the PADOR registration form?

The category should be selected in terms of sector of your organization which is defined in your law. Municipalities from Turkey can select “Public Law Body / International Organisation” as “Legal Type” and “Local Authority” as the “Category” under “Legal data” section.

3. Should the municipalities and the universities (public or foundation) fill the “Financial Data” section in PADOR registration form?
Yes. Even though, it is indicated as “Lead applicants who are private bodies must provide the financial report of the latest year, financing sources and the FIF” in the PADOR registration form, all lead applicants must fill the “Financial Data” section.
4.  “Attach” button in the PADOR registration form is not working. Should we submit related documents separately? 

No. Filling the PADOR registration form for each project actor (lead applicant, co-applicant(s) and affiliated entity(ies) (if any)) will be enough for this stage of the evaluation. 

Please also note that the documents (statutes or law, legal entity file, registration document, financial report and financial identification form) stated in the PADOR registration form are not needed to be uploaded and as stated in section 2.4. of the guidelines, these and other supporting documents will only be submitted upon request of the contracting authority from the provisionally selected applicants and applicants placed on the reserve list.
5. We do not know whether our institution has previously registered in the PADOR. Do we have to be registered in PADOR to fill the “Registration data and VAT” section of the PADOR registration form?
No. Applicants do not have to be previously registered in PADOR or any other EU login system for this call for proposal to fill the concerned form.
6. Should we submit the mandate for co-applicant(s), affiliated entity(ies) statement or declaration by the lead applicant as originals?
No. Documents can be supplied in the form of originals, photocopies or scanned versions (i.e. showing legible stamps, signatures and dates) of the said originals. 
7. When will the results be announced?

Please see the revised indicative timetable in the Corrigendum-I.
8. Do municipalities need to submit a council decision with the full application form?

No. Please see section 2.2.6 of the Guidelines for documents to be submitted with the full application. As stated in the section 2.4 of the Guidelines supporting documents to verify the eligibility of the lead applicant, co-applicants and (if any) of their affiliated entity(ies) will be requested from the applicants whose application has been provisionally selected or placed on the reserve list. Please also see reply-4.
9. Should we submit our full application with an official cover letter?

Full applications must be submitted in a sealed envelope by registered mail, private courier service or by hand-delivery (a signed and dated certificate of receipt will be given to the deliverer) to the CFCU. The envelope must bear the reference number and the title of the call for proposals, “TR2020/DG/01/A2-01 - EuropeAid/173144/ID/ACT/TR - Town Twinning between Turkey and EU-II (Twinning for Green Future) Grant Scheme (TTGS-II)” together with the full name and address of the lead applicant, and the words ‘NOT TO BE OPENED BEFORE THE OPENING SESSION’ and ‘AÇILIŞ OTURUMUNDAN ÖNCE AÇMAYINIZ’. Please see section 2.2.6 of the Guidelines.
10. Do we need to submit “declaration on honour” also for our co-applicants at this stage?

No. “Declaration on honour” should be submitted in the third stage of the evaluation by the applicants whose application has been provisionally selected or placed on the reserve list as stated in the section 2.4 of the Guidelines to verify the eligibility of the lead applicant, of the co-applicants and (if any) of their affiliated entity(ies).
