The main aim of the project which this contract is a component to is in the short term to align fisheries management, control, marketing and structural adjustment legislation to the EU acquis. In the medium term reorganize and strengthen the institutional capacity of the fisheries administration and its services, align fisheries management, control, marketing and structural adjustment practices to the EU acquis, develop and implement a computerized fisheries vessel registration and statistical information system in compliance with the acquis.

This technical assistance contract (to be carried out in close coordination with a parallel Twinning operation) will provide expertise for the following activities: Preparation of a sector study, a strategy and sector plan. Establishment of a fisheries policy and planning unit.  Strengthening of stakeholder participation and awareness in fisheries management. Preparation of fisheries management plans. CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION
11. Eligibility
Participation is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons of the EU Member States, EU candidate countries and the beneficiary countries of MEDA and CARDS programmes [1].

12. Candidature
All eligible natural and legal persons (as per item 11 above) or groupings of such persons (consortia) may apply.
A consortium may be a permanent, legally-established grouping or a grouping which has been constituted informally for a specific tender procedure.  All members of a consortium (ie, the leader and all other partners) are jointly and severally liable to the Contracting Authority.

The following selection criteria will be applied to candidates.  In the case of applications submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole:

1) Economic and financial standing of candidate (based on item 3 of the application form)
(a) The annual revenue of the applicant (single applicant or in case of consortium, all members combined) in 2003 and 2004 must exceed 3 million €; 
(b). The applicant (single applicant or -in case of a consortium – all members combined) must have had a positive cash and cash equivalents at the beginning and at the end of each year over the last two years (2003-2004). In the case of non-profit organizations bidding for the contract, they will have to demonstrate no loss in the last two years. 
2) Professional capacity of candidate (based on items 4 and 5 of the application form)
At least 5 of the staff of the candidate (single applicant or the whole consortium) currently working in fisheries policy sector are permanent.

3) Technical capacity of candidate (based on items 5 and 6 of the application form)
(a.) The Applicants(s) (single applicant or partners in a consortium) should have completed at least two projects in the fisheries policy sector in the last 5 years.
